In e area rom playing in a
golf league with a team
from the base,” said Schaal.
“Ed Bullock asked me if I
wanted to become a teach-
ing golf professional.”

In 1973, Schaal joined
Bullock at the new Myrtle
Beach National Golf Club as
an assistant professional. He
remained in that position
for one and one-half years
until he was named head
professional at Pine Lakes
International Country Club.

He remained at Pine Lakes
for five years before becom-
ing owner/operator and
head professional at Deer
Track Golf and Country Club,
a position he still holds today.

secretary/ treasurer rrom 1vs1-
85 and as president of the
Carolinas section from 1985-
86. He was awarded the sec-
tion’s Horton Smith trophy in
1978 and 1980 and in 1985
was named the Carolinas
section Golf Professional
of the Year.

Those offices were only
the beginning of PGA ser-
vice for Schaal. He started
working on national com-
mittees in 1985 and soon
joined the national organi-
zation board.

“After serving as presi-
dent of the section, I was
asked to be on the board
of directors of PGA of
America, the national

industry and its growth over
the past 30 years. He is certain-
ly one of the major reasons the
Myrtle Beach area can lay
claim to the title.
